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The cover photo, taken by Fred Dake, shows
some of the nearly 60 motor cars and 300 citizens
that accompanied 5 enlistees to Rochester (Victor
Fritz, Branch & Clyde Kernahan, Milo Gold-
thwait, and Elmer Shattuck) to catch an § PM
train. The Nunda Band played a concert in the
village square at 9 AM and traveled to Rochester
where C. T. Foote entertained band members and
enlistees to dinner that afternoon. Note: The
Nunda News listed 20 Nunda men who had al-
ready gone to war.

The Nunda House, a prominent feature on Nunda’s Village Square for 124 years, is truly one of Nunda’s Forgotten Treasures. It is pictured on the
cover of this calendar and again in the month of December. The Nunda House was also included in the 2007 Bicentennial Calendar, the first of the recent
calendars devoted to telling the story of Nunda’s past. Built by William and Carlos Paine, of bricks made in Nunda, the Nunda House was the first brick
building in the village. It opened with a New Year’s Day Ball in 1836, Nunda’s first recorded social event. The cover photo also shows the tall thin build-
ing next to the Nunda House that became the Nunda Bakery and is now part of Nunda Family Pharmacy. (See February)

The above early photo of East Street includes several of Nunda’s Forgotten Treasures. On the north (left) side of the street, the first church visible is
the First Universalist Church that was moved up the street to become the Academy of Music and later the Nunda Movie Theater. The theater, featured in
the 2008 calendar and pictured here, was demolished in the 1960°s and replaced by a parking lot for the Bell Memorial Library.

Other churches that are Forgotten Treasures are: the Second Universalist Church, built in 1871 on the site of the first
church, (2007 calendar); the First Presbyterian Church, second on the north side of the street (see March); the Episcopalian
Church, first church visible on the south side; the First Baptist Church, second church on the south side (2008 calendar, de-
stroyed by fire, rebuilt and now serves as the Trinity Church); and the Barkertown Methodist Church located east of the vil-
lage (2007 calendar) Detailed information on all Nunda churches may be found in “Churches in the Town of Nunda and Vicin-
ity” by Hope DePuy and Sally Hall, a Nunda Bicentennial publication available through the Nunda Historical Society.

Other Forgotten Treasures, not always buildings, have been featured in past calendars and include: Woodworth Knife
Works (2007); Parker House in Dalton (2007); Mill Street gristmill (2007); Nunda Water Cure (2008); Dalton Union High |
School (2008); the Foote Company ( 2008, 2009, 2010); Pennsylvania Railroad Depot in Nunda (2007); Pennsylvania Railroad
& Rochester, New York and Pennsylvania Railroad (2010); Erie Railroad Depot at Dalton (2007 & 2010); and Dalton’s Main
& State Streets ( 2007, 2011, see also July & August). .




2012 Calendar Features 
Nunda’s Forgotten Treasures

The theme of the new Nunda Historical Society calendar is Nunda’s Forgotten Treasures, and includes buildings, businesses, schools or other early ventures, like the Genesee Valley Canal, that contributed to the growth and development of the Town of Nunda and surrounding area.

The following Treasures are included from within the Village of Nunda: Hotel St. John on Portage Street; the Emporium Block, the First Presbyterian Church, and the Nunda Cheese Factory on East Street; the Nunda House and Peter DePuy’s Banking House, the Nunda Bakery, and Barrett’s Blacksmith Shop on State Street; the Nunda Schools on Mill Street, and the Genesee Valley Canal. The Cooperville Mill from just outside the village is also included.

Treasures featured from Dalton include: the Wheeler Cheese Factory, Dalton’s Main Street before the “big fire,” the Dalton Banking House, Wells Witherell’s Blacksmith Shop and other buildings on State Street.
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Some of Nunda’s Forgotten Treasures featured in past calendars are also pictured as reminders of Nunda’s past. Advertisements from early businesses and items of interest from the Nunda News provide additional insight into Nunda’s history.  The calendar also features a Genesee Valley Canal map and a 1951 aerial photo of the Village of Nunda.
