He captivated our audience with a talk on Haudenosaunee  
traditions at 3 PM, blending cultural education and storytelling. 
 Guests also viewed a short video presentation about the construction of the new facility. Light re-
freshments were served and visitors had the chance to shop at the gift shop and purchase tickets for the Rose 
Shave Fine Art Print Raffle. (Winning ticket will be drawn during ñChristmas in Nundaò on Saturday De-
cember 7th.) We even welcomed several new members! 
 The official dedication of the new addition will take place on Saturday, November 2, from 4 to 6 PM. 
Special invitations are being sent to all donors and all NHS members are welcome to attend. The event will 
begin with a ribbon-cutting ceremony in the parking lot, weather permitting.

The Seven Generations of Stewards 
brought hands-on experiences with native objects, art 
works and musical instruments. Randee Spruce, Seneca 
artist, gave a talk in the museum about Seneca history and 
culture, and Perry Ground, Onondaga teacher and story-
teller, closed out the afternoon with ñStories from the 
Longhouse.ò  
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 On July 6th, the day started early with a History Walk led by Tom Cook through Nundaôs 19th 
Century ñIndustrial Parkò on State Street between the Village Square and Keshequa Creek. 
 The recently completed archive room gave us the opportunity to set up a quilt show of local 
family quilts and some of the quilts from the Nunda Historical Society collection.

My name is Valerie J.V. Griffing and 
I am the sixth town and village historian. Can you name my predecessors? (Answers in the next newsletter!) 

My office is at the Nunda Government Center, 4 Massachusetts St, Nunda. Office hours are by appoint-
ment, but you can reach me anytime at:  historian@town.nunda.ny.us. Some resources in my office include the 
family index card file containing information on hundreds of Nunda area families. It is the old-fashioned, hard 
copy version of a modern-day electronic database and is a wealth of genealogical information. You will also 
find individual family files, topical and general information files on various subjects, area businesses, people 
and events, photographs, yearbooks, an almost complete set of Dalton, Nunda and Keshequa schoolsô com-
mencement programs from which a list of graduates has been gleaned and more. What can I help you find?  
 New York state was very progressive when on April 11, 1919, Governor Al Smith signed Section 
57.07 of the Arts and Cultural Affairs Law, the local government ñHistorians Lawò into effect. The first law of 
its kind in the country, this section allowed each county, city, town, and village in the state to appoint an  
official historian to gather and preserve historical records pertaining to its respective municipality. Why? The 
world was just emerging from World War I and forward-thinking government officials realized and under-
stood the need to document the war and other past and future events as they pertained to New York state.
